Fresca can seat up to 130 people and is
aiming for a buzz-y atmosphere - what Italy
is all about! Family friendly in the way con-
tinental restaurants are, Fresca is brilliant for
couples and groups of friends too.

So whether Saddleworth skies are blue or
grey this summer, get along to Fresca for a
real feel of the Mediterranean—great food,
fine wine and a fabulous new local venue.
